Originator: The Originator shall be the Registree AE.
Receiver: The Receiver shall allow the creation of the <AE> resource according to the access control policy. 
The Receiver shall derive the M2M-Service-Profile-ID and M2M-Node-ID provided from the security credentials of the AE (see clause 11.2.2). The receiver shall fetch the service subscription profile from <m2mServiceSubscriptionProfile> resource stored in the IN-CSE.

Step 001: The Originator shall send the following information in the CREATE Request message:
