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Introduction
The hosting CSE of a Group is responsible to aggregate responses from members and send the aggregated response to the Originator. However, it’s possible that some reponses will never be received, e,g, one of the member is power off or can’t send the response message by fault, the request or the response may also be lost during the transmition. If the hosting CSE wait for receiving all the responses from each members and then aggregate the responses, it may wait forever. If there’s a fault in one of the member to send out the response, all the other responses received at the hosting CSE will never be aggregated to send to the originator. This contribution proposes to set a time in the hosting CSE for the response message aggregation.

Proposal
It’s proposed to:

1. A time should be set for the response message aggregation from members of a group.

Resource Type fanOutPoint
The <fanOutPoint> resource is a virtual resource because it does not have a representation. It is the child resource of a <group> resource. Whenever a request is sent to the <fanOutPoint> resource, the request is fanned out to each of the members of the <group> resource indicated by the membersList attribute of the <group> resource. The responses (to the request) from each member are then aggregated and returned to the Originator. A time should be set for the aggregation, the responses is aggregated if all the responses expected has been received or when the time expires. The responses received after the time expires should be returned to the Originator individually. The time is locally configured at the hosting CSE or set by the originator.
The <fanOutPoint> resource does not have a resource representation by itself and consequently it does not have an accessControlPolicyIDs attribute. The <accessControlPolicy> resource used for access control policy validation is indicated by the membersAccessControlPolicyIDs attribute in the parent <group> resource.
