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Rationale  
This contribution clarifies how an AE can address resources that are hosted on a remote CSE such that its local CSE is able to re-target the request to the remote CSE.  These details are currently missing from TS-0001

9.3.3 Addressing Resources Hosted by Remote CSEs

When addressing a resource hosted on a remote CSE, an originator shall construct a URI which targets its  registrar CSE and which also includes the CSE-ID of  the remote CSE hosting the targeted resource.  For example, an AE can send a request with the following URI to its registrar CSE (i.e. CSE1) in order to target a resource hosted on a remote CSE (i.e. CSE2).    
· URI = scheme:/fullyqualifieddomainnameofCSE1/CSE-ID2/path/to/remote/resource; or

· URI = scheme://<ip-address of CSE1>:<port of CSE1>/CSE-ID2/path/to/remote/resource.

When CSE1 receives a request it can parse this URI and detect that a local resource is not being targeted.  It can then check whether CSE-ID2 matches any of the CSE-ID attributes within the remoteCSE resources it hosts.  If a match is found, CSE1 can re-target the request to the corresponding CSE using the CSE-ID and pointOfContact information of the matching remoteCSE resource.  For example, CSE1 can re-target the request to the following URI.

· URI = scheme:/fullyqualifieddomainnameofCSE2/CSE-ID2/path/to/remote/resource; or

· URI = scheme://<ip-address of CSE2>:<port of CSE2>/ CSE-ID2/path/to/remote/resource.
