Introduction

At TP#14 in Busan, it has been decided that the first release of oneM2M will be out at the end of January 2015 (see TP-2014-0560-Minutes_TP-14).

Currently, the WG2 has the following open Work Items, along with the associated Technical Specifications:

· WI-0002: Architecture - TS-0001 - Functional Architecture
· WI-0011: Service Component Architecture - TS-0007 - Service Components

· WI-0018: oneM2M and AllJoyn Interworking - TR-0014 - oneM2M and AllJoyn Interworking
At ARC#14.0, it has also been decided the following (see ARC-2014-1678-Minutes_ARC-14):
It was proposed that the current Work Item is left open until the next TP. A new WI will be proposed at this time 

It was agreed that CRs from now on, will be not be included in the Initial Release of the oneM2M specifications. The only exception will be where alignment with the PRO specifications is needed. 

An offer of ‘proof reading’ was discussed, it was agreed that this was welcome however it would need to be in the form of a CR for the next Release.

This document proposes a way forward as to which contributions are expected from the WG2 membership, for discussion and decision.

Work Item Management

2.1
Work Items regarding TS-0001 (evolution of WI-0002)

It is proposed that the current Work Item WI-0002 will be closed at TP#15. This Work item served as a “catch all” to receive as much input as possible from the membership. Now that the TS-0001 is stable, new additions should be proposed in the scope of dedicated Work Items.

It is also proposed that a new Work Item for the Maintenance of the TS-0001 is open at TP#15. This Work Item will receive all work, discussions and contributions intended to further stabilize, edit and bugfix the TS-0001, with no evolution in its functional scope (no new feature).

For new features, it is suggested that the membership starts to think right away the kind of features (or group thereof) that would be interesting to have for the next release. Input about required features could come from Use Cases, or Requirements not covered yet, or directly from the market. It is proposed that such Individual Work Items will be submitted to TP#15, to receive all work, discussions and contributions intended to expand TS-0001 with such features.

Work Items WI-0011 and WI-0018

At this point, no particular measure seems to be required on either WI-0011 or WI-0018. Work shall continue on these Work Items as before. The related deliverables are not scheduled to be included in the first oneM2M release.

Contributions for TP#15

3.1
Contributions against TS-0001

There is a current draft TS-0001 v1.3.1 up for approval at ARC#14.1. If it is approved, this shall serve as the new baseline for TS-0001. One CR from ARC#14.0 (ARC-2014-1619R01 - Short_Names_cleanup) still needs to be implemented.

It is proposed that before TP#15, two new draft deliverables will be made available, both including ARC-2014-1619R01 and any CRs that stage 3 work will absolutely require for the sake of specification alignment. These two new draft deliverables will be numbered V1.4.0 and V2.0.0.

CRs will be welcomed against both draft deliverables (especially at TP#15), but will not be included in the first release. These CRs will either:

- Be part of the “Maintenance Work Item” (see above), in which case it is expected that they will come in pairs: one CR against v1.4.0, and one CR against v2.x
- Be part of “Evolution Work Items” (see above), in which case it is expected that they will specifically target the v2.x “stream”.
