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GUIDELINES for Change Requests:

Provide an informative introduction containing the problem(s) being solved, and a summary list of proposals.

Each CR should contain changes related to only one particular issue/problem.
In case of a correction, and the change apply to previous releases, a separated “mirror CR” should be posted at the same time of this CR
Follow the principle of completeness, where all changes related to the issue or problem within a deliverable are simultaneously proposed to be made E.g. A change impacting 5 tables should not only include a proposal to change only 3 tables. Includes any changes to references, definitions, and acronyms in the same deliverable.
Follow the drafting rules.
All pictures must be editable.
Check spelling and grammar to the extent practicable.
Use Change bars for modifications.
The change should include the current and surrounding clauses to clearly show where a change is located and to provide technical context of the proposed change. Additions of complete sections need not show surrounding clauses as long as the proposed section number clearly shows where the new section is proposed to be located.
Multiple changes in a single CR shall be clearly separated by horizontal lines with embedded text such as, start of change 1, end of change 1, start of new clause, end of new clause.
When subsequent changes are made to content of a CR, then the accepted version should not show changes over changes. The accepted version of the CR should only show changes relative to the baseline approved text. 
Introduction
Since Transit CSE needs to send a response back the way a request has come, Transit CSE shall store originator information and request identifier of the request. When Transit CSE receives a response, Transit CSE shall forward the response using the originator information. This procedure is essential but missing in the specification.

Procedures for Accessing Resources

This clause describes the procedures for accessing the resources. The term "hop" in the descriptions here refers to the number of transit CSEs that forward a request from the Originator CSE to the Hosting CSE.
All the descriptions and message flows in this clause are illustrative for the direction from a Registree acting as an Originator to a Registrar acting as a Receiver only. The flows from a Registrar CSE to a Registree CSE are symmetric with respect to the one described in this clause. Both the IN-CSE and MN-CSE have the ability to route a received request or response messages to one of their Registrees. If the Hosting CSE is not known by an MN-CSE that receives a request or response message, that MN-CSE shall forward the message to its own Registrar CSE by default.
In case where a Receiver CSE is a Transit CSE, when the CSE receives an oneM2M request, the CSE shall store the binding between originator information (e.g., From parameter in the request) and a request identifier in the request until forwarding a corresponding response for the request. When the CSE receives an oneM2M response with the request identifier stored in the bindings, the CSE shall forward the response to the Originator using the binded originator information.
