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Introduction
Generally, values output from a IoT or M2M device will be data without certain patterns. For example, values output from a thermometer will have uncertain patterned values such as 12, 12.5, 13, 13, 12.4, 13.1, 14, 13 etc.
By the way, IoT or M2M devices such as water meters, electrocity meters, automotive tachographs etc. ouput accumulated data which are always in the state of increasing. For example, values output from a water meter will have a certain patterned  (i.e, increasing) values such as 11, 23, 37, 40, 48, 55 etc.
Thus place an parameter that presents the data collected from a IoT or M2M device which ouput accumulated or subtracted value are always in the state of increasing or decreasing. For example, if value of the parameter for some data collected from a IoT or M2M device is increasing, it presents that the data are always in the state of increasing. If value of the parameter for some data collected from a IoT or M2M device is decreasing, it presents that the data are always in the state of decreasing. The metered data collected from a water meter are former case and the charge measurement data collected from a uncharged battery are later case.
Then by using the parameter that presents a certain pattern, M2M system can easily detect when any data is out of the pattern while storing the data colleted from a IoT or M2M device. Also when the data are detected, send a message like ‘out-of-order’ state to an application to do follow-up treate quicly.
So, It is proposed to add orderOfInstances attribute that presents the order or pattern of data (i.e, content attribute of a <contentInstance> resource) stored in all direct child <contentInstance> resources of a <container> resource in the  <container> resource.
