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Introduction
This contribution is a modified one from ‘ARC-2015-2060-CR_for_subscription_attribute_to_specify_media-type_of_notification(R1).doc’ which is introduced at 18.2 teleconference. This issue also appeared on the first oneM2M interoperability test wrapup session document, page 11. 

ISSUE: In the TS-0004, there are two types of oneM2M specific content-format for Notification(XML/JSON). But, in <subscription> resource, there is no attribute for Notification content-format. So, Notification will be delivered to a target AE regardless of supported content-format of the AE.

Received comment on previous contribution and remaining problem: Every transitCSE or AE will choose proper content-format by each hop to deliver a notification message. But, still, there is no manner to send proper content-format toward an AE from a CSE, because, a negotiation only choose preference of requester’s not responder’s. For example, an AE only support JSON. The AE can specify content type as JSON for a request which is initiated from AE itself. But, a CSE supporting multiple content-formats just make payload regardless of responder(AE)’s preference.
