Participants discussed if this change is needed for authorization or if it is already covered in the ARC text (section 10).
Edits were recommended for clarity resulting in the creation of 2306R01.
It was noted this contribution identifies a problem, however there is a need to find a consistent solution offline for consideration by the whole group.  It would be helpful to have all of the authorization procedures outlined in one place in the text, rather than scattered throughout the text. 

A new contribution on this topic is expected.

Participants discussed cases where intermediate CSEs are provided by different service providers, and if that affects the proposed text.
How AEs are securely associated with a certificate is a separate issue.
It might be useful to group end-to-end security related attributes under one header. 

This presentation is intended to provide background for a follow-up contribution.  This presentation noted that if you use certificates there will be times when they need to be retrieved.  

Participants discussed cases where the encapsulated information might need to be extended. 

There is an agreement in principle that certificates may need to be stored, and therefore methods need to be defined for that topic, and a CR will be provided addressing this topic.

An email thread will be initiated to assist Qualcomm in producing the CRs. Participants were encouraged to review ARC-2016-0002, 0003 and 0006 and provide input.
