Support for Group Message Delivery procedure
Figure 8.3.x1-1 shows a generic procedure to support group message delivery between oneM2M and 3GPP network.
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Figure 8.3.x1-1: General group message delivery procedure between oneM2M and 3GPP network
Step-1: Group Message Request
The AE sends the Group Message Request message to the IN-CSE with start time.
Step-2: Authorization
The IN-CSE checks that the AE is authorised to send a group message request with NSE, which is specified in 3GPP TS 23.682[i.14].

Step-3: Allocate TMGI Request
If no TMGI is allocated before, the IN-CSE shall send an Allocate TMGI Request message to request the NSE to allocate one or more TMGIs, which is specified in 3GPP TS 23.682[i.14].
Step-4: Allocate TMGI Response.

If Step-3 is performed, the NSE shall send an Allocate TMGI Response message to the IN-CSE indicating the list of allocated TMGIs, and an expiration time for those TMGIs, which is specified in 3GPP TS 23.682.
Step-5: Activate MBMS Bearer Request.

The IN-CSE sends an Activate MBMS Bearer Request message to the NSE, which is specified in 3GPP TS 23.682[i.14].
Step-6: Activate MBMS Bearer Request.

The NSE sends an Activate MBMS Bearer Response to the IN-CSE.
Step-7: Activate MBMS Bearer Request.

The IN-CSE sends a Group Message Confirm message to the AE to indicate whether the Request has been accepted for delivery to the group.
Step-8: Application level interaction.

Application level interactions may be applied for the devices of specific group to retrieve the related MBMS service information, e.g. TMGI, start time.
Step-9: Group message delivery.

At or after the requested start time, but before the expiration time, the AE transfers the content to be delivered to the group via the IN-CSE by using MBMS provided by 3GPP network. In response to the received content, the ASN/MN-CSE may immediate or later communication with the AE.
