Support for Monitoring procedure
Figure 8.3.x2-1 shows a generic procedure to support monitoring service between oneM2M and 3GPP network.
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Figure 8.3.x2-1: General monitoring procedure between oneM2M and 3GPP network
Step-1: Request for monitoring
The AE sends the Request message for monitoring to the IN-CSE with related monitoring parameters.
Step-2: IN-CSE handling
The IN-CSE stores or updates monitoring parameters, and assigns an IN-CSE Reference ID. Based on operator policies, if either the AE is not authorized to perform this request or the Request is malformed or the AE has exceeded its quota or rate of submitting monitoring requests, the IN-CSE performs Step 5 and provides a Cause value appropriately indicating the error. If the IN-CSE received a Deletion request, the IN-CSE derives the related IN-CSE Reference ID for Deletion for Step 3.

Step-3: Monitoring Request
The IN-CSE sends Monitoring Request message to request NSE to configure or delete the given Monitoring Event on the NSE.
Step-4: Monitoring Response.

The NSE sends a Monitoring Response message to the IN-CSE to acknowledge acceptance of the Monitoring Request and the deletion of the identified monitoring event configuration, if it was requested. 
Step-5: Response for monitoring.

The IN-CSE sends Monitoring Response message to the AE to acknowledge acceptance of the Monitoring Request or the deletion of the identified monitoring event configuration, if it was requested.
Step-6: Monitoring Event Detecting.

A Monitoring Event is detected by the NSE.
Step-7: Monitoring Indication.

The NSE sends a Monitoring Indication message to the IN-CSE. If the Monitoring Event is configured as a One-time Monitoring, then the Monitoring Event configuration is deleted by the NSE upon completion of this step. If the NSE has a Maximum Number of Reports stored for this monitoring task, the NSE shall decrease its value by one.
Step-8: Notification.

If related resource is subscribed, the IN-CSE sends notification to the AE.
