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Introduction
There has been feedback from external readers that TS-0001 is hard to read due to several reasons. One of the reasons is randomly distributed CRUD procedures. Some resources specific procedures have dependency/correlation to others but current clause 10 does NOT show any of this.
The small task group called TS-0001 RIT(Readability Improvement Task) was set up consisting 4 volunteer members that you can see in the source on the cover. This is the starting point followed by other objectives like clean-up per function-centric procedures (e.g. subscription/notification related procedures) and encryptic/incomplete descriptions (e.g. parameter description). This re-structuring is proposed for the very first ARC WG meeting after Rel-2 ratification because we really want to avoid the situation that we discuss re-structuring with other members’ contributions based on the current TS-0001 structure.
To be clear, we are proposing this re-structuring only for Release 3. Even we’re not touching Release 1 and 2, still there will be impacts to other deliverables that have references to TS-0001. The RIT will be in charge of updating existing reference in all the deliverables using the clause number mapping contained in the excel sheet.
In this proposal, we tried to make clause 10 function-centric. Note that the newly proposed name of clause 10.2 is “Funtional procedures”. On the excel sheet, for your information, column A shows functional building blocks that we used for functional grouping. 
We have some groups and they’re more aligned with what we have in clause 6 as CSFs. Ideally, clause 10 functional groups should be aligned with clause 6. Then we can have alignment with “feature” related work like platform features catalog or product profiles. This is a way forward of this proposal.

This proposal does not remove any normative texts in the latest baseline of TS-0001, but relocate some or add some. There are some deprecated clause numbers from the old TS, but the texts are merged with the other cluases in terms of re-structuring. Modification on the existing texts is the next step of the RIT, while normative text change would keep as minimum.
For other members, who are not familiar with the new structure, to bring future contributions targeting re-structured TS-0001, the excel sheet will give them clause number mapping between column B and D.

Coming back to the proposal, if you just want to see the final view of the new structure, then see column B and C.
We can discuss the further re-structuring later pertaining to clause 11(containing security related procedures) and 12(containing charging and accounting related procedures) to relocate to clause 10, not with this contribution.
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
