A change impacting 5 tables should not only include a proposal to change only 3 tables. Includes any changes to references, definitions, and acronyms in the same deliverable.
Follow the drafting rules.
All pictures must be editable.
Check spelling and grammar to the extent practicable.
Use Change bars for modifications.
The change should include the current and surrounding clauses to clearly show where a change is located and to provide technical context of the proposed change. Additions of complete sections need not show surrounding clauses as long as the proposed section number clearly shows where the new section is proposed to be located.

Introduction
Currently <locationPolicy> is the resource indicating how the location of a device is obtained and where the location information is stored.
<locationPolicy> resource can only be the child resource of <CSEBase>, which means devices with <CSEBase> could indicate how to obtain location information and where to store it.

For those devices like ADN or NoDN, there is no way to indicate the location policy.

However, in M2M, it’s frequently used to indicate the location of ADN or NoDN. Especially, ADN is the most widely used node type in oneM2M, it would be a problem if we cannot indicate the location policy of ADN.

There are some other requirements to indicate the location policy of NoDN in the area network. For example, location of a NoDN may be shared based, the source of the location maybe the Middle Node itself. The approximity of the location depends on the type of the area network. For example, bluetooth is 30 meters, wifi is 100 meters.

To solve this problem, there are two options:

Option 1: Add <locationPolicy> as child resource of <AE> resource and <node> resource and clearly indicate that the for IN, MN and ASN, the location policy is stored under the <CSEBase>. For ADN, location policy is stored under the <AE>. For NoDN, location policy is stored under the <node>. But this is an inconsistent behaviour without any particular reason.
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Option 2: Add <locationPolicy> as child resource of just <node> resource and remove the others. In this case, no matter which kind of node it is, the location policy is always stored under <node> resource. The problem of this approach is backward compatibility.
