· The first Semantic function in oneM2M is <semanticDescriptor> in Release -2.

· Concept of transaction is introduced and many resource types become to be able to have <transaction> resource as a child in Release -3.

· About <node> resource, hostedAELinks attribute and hostedAServiceLinks attributes are added in Release -3.

· Relating this, figures expressing relationship between IN/MN (Fig.9.6.18-1in Release -3) and ADN and between IPE  (Fig.9.6.18-2 in Release -3) are modified.
