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Introduction
This contribution proposes to add an alternative method for indentifying the M2M Service User or Subscriber that orginates a oneM2M Request.  Rather than appending the M2M Service User identifier to the From request parameter, this contribution defines a new oneM2M request parameter called User.   Defining a new oneM2M request parameter may be a better option from a backwards compatability perspective.

7.2.2.4 Specifying a new User request parameter
Rather than appending a M2M-User-ID (or M2M-Subscriber-ID) to the From request parameter, which could cause backwards compatability problems, a new oneM2M request parameter can be defined (e.g. User).  This new User request parameter enables a oneM2M request to include the M2M-User-ID (or M2M-Subscriber-ID) of the M2M Service User (or M2M Service Subscriber) originating the request.  For example, a User parameter can be configured with an SP-Relative-M2M-User-ID such as /bob123 or an Absolute-M2M-User-ID such as //myoperator.com/bob123.
