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Introduction
In use cases like data analysis, bulky data retrieval happens. With current specification, AE needs to issue discovery request to get URI list of matched resource, then issue multiple retrieve requests for each URI. This multiple requests and responses causes execution performance problem and synchronization problem, in which resource discovered by the discovery may deleted when AE tryies to retrieve.
This CR try to enable discovery to have a request with set of matched resource contents with a single operation.

Discovery with Result Content parameter
When a Retrieve request contains the Result Content parameter set to “attributes+child-resource-references

” or “child-resource-references”, the Hosting CSE returns child resource references which are child resource identifiers. Similar to the ordinary resource discovery (see 10.2.6.1), this Retrieve request with the Result Content parameter also can contain Filter Criteria parameter for filtering child/descendant resources. Unlike ordinary resource discovery, the Hosting CSE checks RETRIEVE privilege of the Originator to determine whether the matching resource identifier can be returned. 

When a Retrieve request contains the Result Content parameter set to “attributes-and-child-resources”, the Hosting CSE returns child resources which are matched with the specified Filter Criteria and their parent resources. Unlike ordinary resource discovery, The Hosting CSE checks RETRIEVE privilege of the Origintator to determine whether the matching resource identifier can be returned.
