· Slide 6 Requirement change the first requirement to “desired interaction” from “interaction event” – Provides a clearer description of the requirement.
· Slide 9 Resource Discovery – The 3rd bullet presents the need to synchronize the  M2m Service Layer with the DM Server. The problem statement and requirements suggest offline (out of band) file mechanisms. Further discussion is necessary for this approach.

· Decisions and Actions
From Previous Meetings: 
· Schedule sessions to discuss how Multi-tenancy and Group synchronization can be achieved between the M2M Service Layer and the M2M Device Management Layer.
New Action Items: 

· A decision was made that we would have requirements for discovery of resource metadata (e.g., schema) and resource values. This would allow the M2M Service Layer to have the ability to “cache” device values.

· Slides 9 and 10 were updated with this change.

· Begin an email discussion between OMA-BBF-oneM2M on how we should specify the requirements for synchronization of the M2M Service Layer and DM Server in “bulk”.

· Begin an email discussion on MAS and ARC lists to ask oneM2M if there is a need to “cache” values from devices in the M2M Service Layer that are received via the ms interface.
