Overview

oneM2M thanks ITU-T Study Group 17 for suggesting to hold a collocated meeting with the relevant group of oneM2M to study the use of object identifiers (OID) for the identification of IoT. In addition, regarding this Liaison Statement, it was considered during Technical Plenary that took place in the week of May 18th 2015.
In oneM2M TS-0001, OID originally was introduced as one good example for identifying oneM2M entities e.g. M2M nodes, M2M devices. In addition, as described in the Annex H of TS-0001, OID specifically can be used for identifying M2M devices after allocating globally unique ID for M2M devices. 
However, in order to use OID for identifying M2M devices, there are some considerations to be discussed. The first one is, as described in the Annex H of TS-0001, {higher arc} part of the OID needs to be defined for indicating its usage of OID e.g. IoT device identifiers. The second one is, after {higher arc} part of the OID, each OID arc needs to be defined in consideration of the characteristics of M2M devices e.g. device manufacturer, device model, device serial number. Regarding the second one, we need to study which characteristics should be considered when we develop OID-based IoT identifiers.
