Terms of Reference for the oneM2M Methods and Procedures Subcommittee

Scope

This oneM2M Methods and Procedures Subcommittee is established to develop and maintain the one M2M methods and procedures documentation.  The goal of the M&P Subcommittee shall be to ensure a coordinated set of methods and procedures which facilitate both ongoing technical work and administrative program management.
Initially the M&P Subcommittee shall develop and present for approval to the oneM2M Steering Committee (SC) and/or Technical Plenary (TP), the oneM2M Working Procedures, the oneM2M Drafting Rules, and the oneM2M Working Methods documents.

Objectives

The M&P Subcommittee will draft the oneM2M Working Procedures and the oneM2M Drafting Rules documents for approval by the Steering Committee. 

The M&P Subcommittee will draft the oneM2M Working Methods document for approval by the Technical Plenary.

The first target is to have initial methods and procedures documents agreed at SC#5 (20th February 2013) and TP #3 (25th Feb to 1st March 2013). The M&P Subcommittee will continue the development and maintenance of the aforementioned documents, as well as new documents as required.
Working Methods

· The M&P Subcommittee should normally communicate and progress its activities via email and electronic meetings.  (Note: This does not preclude a physical meeting as part of a calendared oneM2M physical meeting, e.g. TP) 
· The M&P Subcommittee shall ensure that the interested parties, including the Technical Plenary leadership are given the opportunity to participate.

· The M&P Subcommittee operates on a consensus basis and, in the absence of reaching consensus, the Methods and Procedures subcommittee shall inform the Steering Committee that consensus could not be reached.

Composition

· The M&P sSubcommittee is open to representatives of Partners type 1, Partners type 2, Members and Associate members. 

· Representatives of the oneM2M Secretariat may participate in the discussions and meetings.

Leadership

· The Steering Committee shall appoint Convenors of this Subcommittee.  At least one member of the elected Technical Plenary (TP) leadership team shall be designated as a co-convenor.
