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1. Introduction

The following action items were recorded in the minutes of TP#4 that apply to MoW:

A-TP-2013-0020 Victoria Gray, TP Secretary to send oneM2M-TP-2013-0233-Towards_a_Method_of_Work to the MoW AHG for consideration

A-TP-2013-0029 MoW AHG to make a proposal to TP#5 of how to allow incoming Partner Type 2s to submit new use cases.

The text in §2 is proposed to address these action items.
2. Proposed response
The Ad-Hoc on Method of Work proposes the following in response to action item A-TP-2013-0029:

1. That Technical Report 0001 Use Cases be developed as a «collection» as described in TP-2013-0233; 
2. That the individual use cases be developed as «members» of the «collection» and that «members» maintain individual version identifiers;

3. That «member» numbered 0000 by convention contains a list of other «members» that are a part of the «collection» at the revision identifier of «member» 0000;
4. That the version identifiers follow the odd/even major numbering described in TP-2013-0233.

Such an approach allows freezing of TR-0001-0000_v1.0.0, together with the «members» at the revision identifier explicitly listed in TR-0001-0000_v1.0.0. The development of TR-0001-0000_v2.0.0 may proceed in parallel, together with the development of any updated or new «members» (use cases).
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
