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Document numbering for Technical Reports and Technical Specifications is required in order to maintain a clear delineation of content by type and by subject area.  It is proposed that the following document numbering schema is adopted by the Technical Plenary and its Working Groups.
Document number schema:

xy.zzzzz-aa.aa.aa

where x designates the working group from which the document is sourced: 
x = 1 for Working Group 1; 2 for Working Group 2; etc
where y whether a document is a TR or a TS:
y = 1 if Technical Report; 2 if Technical Specification

where zzz is a number between 001 and 999, inclusive, and incremented by units of 00001 for each subsequent document

where aa.aa.aa is the AGREED version numbering scheme described in oneM2M-MP-2013-0150R01.

As examples:

the first TR in Working Group 4 would be designated as:

41.001-1.0.0

the second TS in Working Group 2 after the first technical content change to the third version would be designated as:

22.002-3.1.0 
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
