Introduction

During the past calls in M&P/MoW a discussion has been initiated about how to treat the specification among releases, with particular attention about how:
-kept the documentation consistent

-do not lose information during the finalization of a release due to the postponing of  features and functionality
-do not provide misleading information to the readers/implementers, i.e. giving the impression that we forgot requirements/functionalities that are in reality just postponed to further releases.

Additionally there was a clear expression about the need of treating differently the information included in stage 1/2/3.

Proposal

2.1 Stage 1 :

 Do not remove unsatisfied requirement from Release 1  and 2, and include in the document an indication for:

· Requirement which are explicitly satisfied in Release 1 (or whatever we will name it)

· Requirement which are implicitly satisfied (enable) in Release 1

· Requirement which are implicitly satisfied (enable) in Release 1 and may be explicitly satisfied in future releases

· Requirement which are postponed to further releases

2.1 Stage 2:

At the time of the first removal of a functionality in Release 1  intended to be maintained (completed) in R2:
· Create the subsequent release version of the specification

· Implement the CR removing the functionality only in Release 1

Implement any other corrective CR in both R1 and R2

Except for the main architectural configuration, where configuration intended for  to be postponed to release 2 (e.g multi-loop MN-MN) will be maintained and clearly identified as postponed.
Considering the status of  the stage 2 document and the high number of  changes foreseen in its first release version, it will be allowed to mark the text postponed in R2  in order to postpone the R1/r2 split of the document to easy the editing.
2.1 Stage 3:

At the time of the first removal of functionality in Release 1 intended to be maintained (completed) in R2:
· Create the subsequent release version of the specification

· Implement the CR removing the functionality only in Release 1

Implement any other corrective CR in both R1 and R2
