Introduction

At the last TP the presence of an application identifier  has been introduced in the oneM2M specification. 
Two category are foreseen, the unregistered one and the registered one. 

The latter category implies the introduction of an application registry. Additionally it shall be noted that only one unique registration entity is foreseen, as consequence of the structure of the included identifier, with a precise choice to keep its tracing reasonably simple.

It is clear that  the ownership  of such registration space is a crucial point of access to oneM2M and needs to be kept under the oneM2M partner control and ownership, and that there are cost related to the management of such space that needs to be kept to the minimum to assure a fair and minimal cost of such registry entities.
As a consequence an initial list of consideration/requirement follows

1) This ownership and control should be maintained inside oneM2M partnership (oneM2M is not a legal entity, so probably one of the partners has to take care of it on behalf of the whole oneM2M

2) The registry will stand for a long time, so the possibility of a change  of the partner responsible needs to be considered in the procedures

3) The pricing of the registry service for the application developers should be kept to the minimum necessary to cover the cost of the registry management itself.

4) The registry management could be carried by third parties, preferably a oneM2M member.
5) The number of Application is expected to explode to very big numbers, so who will operate the registry needs to be prepared and commit to it.
6) Ideally 3 roles are expected

a. “ownership” of the registry
b. “responsibility” of the registry
c. “Operation and management” of the registry

Proposal

It is proposed that this list of requirement/consideration is extended and document as appropriate (Partnership Agreement?), involving as well the legal group in the discussion, due to the related legal implication among the partners and respect to members and external application developers.
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
