Introduction

At TP 14 the presence of an application identifier (App-ID) has been introduced in the oneM2M specification. Two categories are foreseen; a) unregistered and b) registered ones. 

The latter category implies the introduction of application registers. 
The defined format for registered application identifiers is (§7.2 of TS-0001):
“R[authority-ID]/[registered-App-ID]”
where authority-ID and registered-App-ID are assigned by the registration authority,
and where the registered-App-ID is managed by the owner of authority-ID.

Initial consideration and roles
The management of such registration space is a crucial point of access to oneM2M and needs to be under the control of the oneM2M partners in order to guarantee a fair access to the registration (oneM2M is not a legal entity, so one of the partners will need to take care of it on behalf of the oneM2M global initiative).

Additionally oneM2M should guarantee an easy access to the  registers for the application developers and application providers, in order to facilitate the access and the use to oneM2M systems. The pricing of the registry services for the application developers should be kept to that which is necessary to cover the cost of the registry management itself.
Three roles are identified in relation to application registers:
1) “Owner” of the registry: 
a. The “Owner” will define the rules and guidelines for the provision and management of the registry. 
b. The “Owner” will approve and validate the related costs with respect to the applicant.
c. The “Owner” will review and approve the procedures for applying for and the allocation of  App-IDs
d. The oneM2M Steering Committee is the “Owner” of all the registers.

2) “Responsible Legal Entity” of the registry: Responsibility for the contractual aspects must be undertaken by a legal entity. Since oneM2M is not a legal entity, responsibility must be assigned to a legal entity that acts under the direction of the oneM2M Steering Committee. It is expected that the “Responsible Legal Entity” will be one of the oneM2M partners.

3) “Operation and Management Entity” of the registry: This is the legal entity responsible for the operation and management of the registry, including the financial aspects. This Entity will receive requests for registration of APP-IDs and where appropriate will issue APP IDs to the applicants

Requirements

1) Registers ownership should be kept  by oneM2M Steering Committee.
2) A list of Register Authorities should be maintained by oneM2M Steering Committee

3) A oneM2M partner should be delegated to be the “Responsible Legal Entity” and to manage the contractual aspects related to the “Operation and Management Entity”.
4) The “Responsible Legal Entity” will grant each “Operation and Management Entity” with the task of operating and managing a registry.
5) It is expected that these registers will be open for a long time, so the possibility of a change of the “Responsible Legal Entity” and “Operation and management Entity” needs to be foreseen.
6) For each register, the registry management should be carried out by an entity with experience of providing registry services, preferably a member or partner of oneM2M.
7) The cost of registering an App-ID should be kept to a reasonable level and should be paid by the applicant.

8) The cost to the applicant should be kept to the minimum possible to ensure that there are no barriers to the application registration. The pricing should be confirmed with the registry “Owner”.

9)  The procedure required to apply for an App-ID should be kept simple to avoid confusion over application registration. The procedures should be validated by the registry “Owner”.

10) Service providers should be allowed to contact the “Operation and Management Entity” and pre-request sets of registry entries which they can then assign to their clients. In such cases it is the responsibility of that service provider to finalize the assigned entry.
11) The number of applications has the potential to be high so the “Operation and Management Entity” should be able to demonstrate the capability to deal with the expected high volume of applications.

13)  The “Operation and Management Entity” of the registry needs to set up the registry in way that will allow transfer of the registration process to another “Operation and Management Entity” if necessary.

Proposal to the SC
The following steps are proposed to the SC:
a) Discuss and endorse the requirements and roles defined in this document
b) Complete the collection of the technical requirements from the TP

c) Start the identification of a Partner who will act as “Responsible Legal Entity” for the registry on behalf of oneM2M.
d) Define an addendum to the Partnership agreement to manage the contractual aspects among oneM2M and the “Responsible Legal Entity” in collaboration with the Legal group. (to be engaged as soon as possible).

e) Identify candidates for “Operation and Management Entity” with the support of the TP and the “Responsible Legal Entity”.

Note: This proposal should be consolidated in M&P and reviewed with the legal group, before being sent to the SC.
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
