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Introduction
After discussion with editors of deliverables nuder the responsibility of WG2-ARC, it was felt that there was some imbalance between the time given to editors to implement change requests into deliverables after a meeting and the time given to contributors or delegates in general to object to the implemented changes.
Moreover, in practice, since face-to-face meetings close on Fridays, and counting the week-end, oneM2M has never even tried to enforce the 7-days delay after the close of the meeting fot the new deliverables to be available.

This contribution proposed to increase this delay to 10 days, and for the sake of balance, to reduce the delay given to contributors to object to the implemented changes to 10 days instead of 14 days.

7.2 Deliverables management
Step 0: 
Work Item

a) The TP approves a WI. The responsibility of the WI or part of it may be delegated to one or more TP WGs.
b) A work item includes the full development of one or more deliverables, or the development of a set of functions inside a set of existing deliverables.

c) Each work item and deliverable shall be associated a schedule (including Freeze, Approval and Ratify dates) and one or more designed Rapporteurs, identified in the WI proposal.

Step 1: 
Draft

a) The Working Group (and/or Technical Plenary) Agrees an initial outline draft developed in cooperation with the Rapporteur, as a target for further discussion and contributions.

b) The Working Group (and/or Technical Plenary) accepts input contributions for discussion, and agrees upon specific content for inclusion in the draft deliverable.
c) The Rapporteur incorporates agreed content from contributions into the draft deliverable, and creates an output draft of the meeting.  At this time editorial mistakes should be corrected by the Rapporteur. No technical content or structure changes shall be made in the editing process.
1. The output draft shall be available as a contribution (with the deliverable number and version included in the “shortname” field) on the Portal Document area of the responsible oneM2M Working Group, no later than 10 days after close of the meeting
2. After a  review period (not exceeding 10 days) during which corrections may be made, the draft shall be declared the Agreed output draft Deliverable of the meeting, uploaded to the oneM2M Portal Work Programme area as a new latest agreed draft version, and becomes the basis for future contributions.
Steps c.1 and c.2 are iterative until a final draft deliverable is achieved.
