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Introduction
This document is intended to be a companion document to MP-2015-0023-FTP_access, which proposed to give a better visibility to the whole oneM2M FTP public repository.
This document proposes, as a complementary measure, to improve the visibility of the latest draft specifications (Technical Reports and Technical Specifications), as these are the most visible outputs of oneM2M’s technical work.

The actions recommended in this document have been discussed already with Gerry McAuley (in his capacity as oneM2M secretary) and Ultan Mulligan (in his capacity as MARCOM vice-chairman) in March 2015 already.
Proposed actions in the oneM2M web portal
Better visibility of the latest draft specifications
Under the “Technical” menu item on the oneM2M portal, it is recommended to add a new subitem called “Latest Draft Specifications”, right under “Publiched Specification” (see picture below).
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Taking the page “Published Specifications” as a template, the corresponding page for the “Latest Draft Specifications” would be created using the RSFiles component to carry 3 tables (against 2 tables in “Published Specifications”): Release 2 Draft TSs, Release 1 Draft TSs, Draft TRs.

If this can’t be accomplished on a single page, this might require 3 separate pages (eg. if we can’t add 2 RSFiles display modules to the same page).

Information per spec to include version number. Manually set the upload date to match the specification date.

These lists of files need to be manually updated after each Plenary, say after 2 weeks after each Plenary, deleting previous versions of the same files. Using RSFiles component means no HTML table manipulation, the task is merely file uploading.

The drafts are to be taken from the Member Portal  (select ‘Document’ and then ‘Work Programme’ to see the current list of latest drafts and published specs). The Member Portal needs to updated to identify the published specifications as published, and not Drafts (so they don’t appear in the Latest Drafts table).

 Better visibility of the Work Programme
Also, it is recommended that a new page should be added to the oneM2M portal to carry Work Programme information.
Information to be carried in a HTML table:

Work Item number (linked to WI document on Member portal area). 

Work Item title (mentioning also if it is MNT or STE (don’t separate them if both exist))

One or more specification numbers (each linked to the Latest Drafts page if a draft exists, not to specific files on that page). Specification numbers should indicate release number (like Rel-1 in brackets after the spec number). Specifications may appear multiple times in the table, under different work items. More than one specification may be related to one work item.

Corresponding specification titles

Expected delivery date or approval date for each specification (if a draft exists – maintenance or STE work items might not yet have a draft)

Percentage completion of each specification (if a draft exists)

No percentage completion of the work iitem will be displayed.

This must be managed manually based on information in the Work Programme Excel file (updated about 3-4 times per year). The current oneM2M Work Programme Excel file should contain an extra worksheet for the Web View. This web view table will be unformatted and will contain only and exactly the information to be displayed on the website. The table can be imported directly into the website by saving the worksheet as a HTML file and copy/pasting the html code from the file into the Joomla article.
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
