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Discussion
At SC18 was requested to delay the approval of the updated Drafting Rules to have more time to review the proposal.
In particular the point of attention raised was about the capitalization of the defined terms.

In order to agree a solution, it shall be considered that:

1) The TP as adopted the capitalization in order to satisfy a precise need:  the defined terms are also used as part of the normal language in the specification, so there is a clear need of differentiate the use of a defined term respect of the same term common language use. This is present in all the specifications, but is more evident in stage 1, use cases and requirements make a significant use of this differentiation. Some examples included in TS002 are System vs system, Event vs event, Application vs application, Devices vs devices, Gateways, vs gateway,Access Control Policy vs access control policy, Undelying Networks vs undelying networks, etc….

2)  The oneM2M specification are already written using defined terms capitalization. Curently there is no risk in capitalization, because tha main drawback (confusion on terms uses as initial word in a sentence, where natural capitalization occours) is not present, because specification where written knowing the potential problem and avoiding it.

3)  A different solution (bolding, underlining, etc) requires a significant editing effort.

Proposal
1) Approve the proposed changes to the drafting rules or propose a different solution by MP 18.2

2) Instruct editHelp to not comment/correct capitalization of definitions till a solution will be agreed at the next SC and  ignore correction on this aspect.
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
