XML Schema
XML Schema (XSD) can be used to express a set of rules for validating grammatical syntax of XML documents which is handled as specific data types. 

XSD 1.0 is published as a W3C recommendation in May 2001, and revised XSD 1.1 is published in April 2012.
XSD can be automatically referred by XML parsers or validators to check compliance of given XML document.
