· Presented by Shingo Fujimoto (Fujitsu Ltd. (TTC)) 
· Comments and Issues

· Question concerning the purpose of the XML schema: Can we associate XML schema with particular protocols? Is XML Schema useful for particular protocols? 
-> Not clear yet. Some consensus about understanding what is XML schema first, then think about how to implement protocols. Could be part of the TR to describe what we will have. Then we can consider the solutions.
· Should XML schema be included in XMPP, if not yet done?
Here we have like a little definition, the existing text should maybe be expanded? Are other data description also to be included here? -> JSON schema not needed for now, depends more on future contributions. XML schema could be mapped to JSON – this could be a potential way forward to expand the 5x section.
· Would it be possible to add something to link it to actual XML instances to be documented here. Editor’s Note to be added. 
· A summary table to be added with protocols supporting/not supporting XML schema. Add Editor’s Note in the current text on further study on XML schema being applicable to protocol analysis document.

· Comments and Issues

· LGE would like to support this and volunteers with two rapporteurs: for HTTP and CoAP.
· General concept is supported by Qualcomm but more discussion is needed about which protocol we should target and focus on for Release 1.
· Process wise, maybe we should create a separate WI, as now we are listing specific protocols bindings. 
· Chose two protocols for Release 1, specifying for which reason, would be the correct approach to start with. Initial investigation on which each one can/cannot support is needed. 
· From rapporteur’s point of view: the contribution was only meant to present the expectations to change the WI and collect opinions.  We need to wait for decisions at TP#8. So more discussions will be encouraged via e-mail exploders. 
· We don’t know how many protocol bindings we can support in Release 1. Each protocol bindings are listed here as separate TS -> why not have one protocol binding TS and define each spec binding in separate section/annex? 
· In context of Release 1, do we need to identify the protocols in WI itself? Maybe it’s just a document structure issue? We can consider a TS with multiple parts, individual parts to support specific protocol bindings? 
· As several approaches are proposed, further discussions by e-mail should take place.
