· After the evaluation phase, a priority list of protocols will be made. How many binding protocols will be picked-up for Rel. 1? -> 2 or 3 binding protocols should be selected at first, most probable candidates are: HTTP rest., CoAP and XMPP. But MQTT and other could be considered as well.
· Characteristics of the networks (slide 5) is very good to understand what each kind of message type will need for underlying transport network, differences between CSF communications are possible, different requirements. Once we understand the requirements, -> characteristics evaluation.  It’s a good start. For the analysis phase, more things should be considered as we progress. 
· Everybody seems to believe this is a good path. What would be the next step? A document to be produced? ->Upon first consensus, a new contribution will be prepared. 
· Criteria, whatever they are, need to be quantitated. We don’t know what’s important/not important. It’s a subjective exercise for now. It would be good to semi-quantitate them, and say why and in which perspective they are important.
· Separate sections leading to a conclusion. Part of the TR document? Another contribution to be discussed in next meeting.
· The approach is OK, this should not be a gate for the work on the binding TSs, however e-mail discussion is needed as it will take some tame, and a clear stake is needed now. A proposal for template and structure for example. The Analysis should be done before we create a TS document? People opinions on that are needed.
