CRUD (Create/Retrieve/Update/Delete) operations against M2M Resource Types are defined in in ‘oneM2M Core Protocol TS’.

This clause describes common part of procedure in HTTP protocol binding for each CRUD operations.
5.x.1
Create oneM2M Resource
Creating oneM2M Resource is performed by HTTP request with ‘POST’ method. 
This operation is possible to create new instance of targeted oneM2M resource.
5.x.2
Retrieve  oneM2M Resource
Retrieving oneM2M Resource is performed by HTTP request with ‘GET’ method.
This operation is possible to read the attribute values of existing oneM2M resource.
5.x.3
Update oneM2M Resource
Updating oneM2M Resource is performed by HTTP request with ‘PUT’ method. 
This operation is possible to replace attribute values of existing oneM2M resource.

Delete oneM2M Resource
Deleting oneM2M Resource is performed by HTTP request with ‘DELETE’ method.
