Two options for moving forward with TS-:
· Define the structure and framework and then try to fit everything in within the available time

· Use the ETSI text as a starting point, look at specific examples and fill in what is currently lacking. Need to keep in mind that the oneM2M text is significantly different and time will be needed to go through and make the changes needed. Also need to decide whether the discrepancies in Stage 2 need to be removed or resolved. 

Clause 10 is almost 300 pages long – this could be removed. It was suggested that a simpler structure and a smaller spec is what we should be aiming for.
Table 11.2 in the ETSI document which spells out every primitive was felt to be very useful table however it could have been much more compact.
It was agreed that the descriptive text should be mentioned earlier in the document
It was felt that security is still an open issue and that this may even be moved into release 2. It was suggested that the SEC WG should be consulted on this. Need to be more specific than in the ETSI specifications. Joint meeting will be proposed.
Mapping is already in the ETSI document and it was suggested that this could be reused.
Instead of capturing API in one clause it could be split – eg 
· clause 6 - data types & resource attributes 

· clause 7 - the resource type descriptions ... 
It was suggested that we should find commonalities and put in one place rather than repeating throughout the spec.
It was proposed that Work on one API at a time – look for everything connected to that API – 6.2 should have a section for each reference point – everything in MCA or MCC so that we avoid explaining that each reference point is related to MCA but not to MCC

It was felt that working on the template for each resource type is a high priority and contributions on this should be submitted
