Operations 
This sub-clause describes <pollingChannel> resource specific behaviour for CRUDN operations.
The Originator shall send CRUDN requests targeting the longPollingURI attribute of a <pollingChannel> resource. Accessing the longPollingURI attribute shall be authorized by Hosting CSE with checking the <accessControlPolicy> resource, which is linked by the accessControlPolicyIDs attribute. 

Editor’s Note: Highlighted basic authorization check needs to be moved to clause 7.2.2 common operations.
Except the creator’s long polling Retrieve request (see clause 7.3.20.2.2), the Hosting CSE shall store the CRUDN request locally. The request shall be stored until its rqet parameter expires (see clause 8.1.2 in [6]. How to store/delete is out of scope.

· If there is no stored request, the Hosting CSE shall pend the request and send the corresponding response including a newly received/stored request when the new request is available.
· If there is no stored request and the Hosting CSE has no new request to return until the rqet of long polling Retrieve request expiry, the Hosting CSE shall send timeout response to the Originator.
· Otherwise, the procedure is the same as clause 7.3.20.2.
