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This contribution proposed change on conversion rule for Resource Type definition from definition in TS-0001.

Reason for change

In TP#10, WG3 members agreed on Request and Response as the message primitives and defining CRUD+N operation and resource specific behaviours as the oneM2M Resource Type definition.

But we did not have common set of Response variant which reports status of CRUD+N operations.

That is reasonable to get the list of status code which are commonly used in HTTP 1.1 and CoAP (rev.18 latest ID as of today).

This contribution propose the status code mapping to HTTP status code considering oneM2M protocol usage.
