5.2 CoAP Message Format  
CoAP is based on the exchange of compact messages which can be transported over the following protocols:

1. UDP (Default)

2. DTLS

3. SMS

4. TCP

5. SCTP

CoAP messages are encoded in a simple binary format. CoAP message contains a fixed-size header of 4-bytes.

The header is followed by a Token value which can be 0 or 8 bytes long. The Token value is followed by a sequence of zero or more CoAP Options in TLV format. The Options field is followed by the payload part.
