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Introduction
This contribution proposes the Notify request primitive re-targeting procedure. When a Registrar CSE gets Notify request primitive for one of its AEs, it re-targets or forwards the primitive to the AE. 
This happens when the Registrar CSE gets the primitive targeting (to parameter) the corresponding <AE> resource. Therefore, in change 1, re-targeting procedure is removed in Receiver CSE actions. Rather, in change 2, the procedure is specified in Hosting CSE actions.

Notify re-targeting
When the Hosting CSE receives a Notify request primitive targeting (i.e., to parameter) its <AE> resource, the Hosting CSE re-targets the primitive to the AE if the <AE> resource does not have a <pollingChannel> resource as a child. 

1) Get pointOfAccess attribute value of the corresponding <AE> resource. If there is no available pointOfAccess address then the Hosting CSE shall send the Notify response primitive with “Cannot forward, target not reachable” error code.
2) Forward the Notify request primitive to the first address retrieved from pointOfAccess value
3) If the forwarding is failed due to “target not found”, iterate 2) with the next address. 
4) If the Hosting CSE cannot forward it in the end, then it send the Notify response primitive with “Cannot forward, target not reachable” error code.
