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1.  Access mode
In TS-0004, we are trying to define resource type definitions and procedures. Using the following template, WG3 has defined which attribute needs to be included in Request message for each operation. This information is used to validate resource representation for each operation.

For Retrieve and Delete requests, attributes are optional and not present, respectively. For Update request, any attribute which has RO or WO access mode shall not be present. For Create request, basic procedure in ARC TS, Section 10.1.1.1, gives us some guidelines how to process common attributes. However, access mode for common attributes in some resource types are not consistent in ARC TS and need to be corrected. See the attached excel sheet.
2. Resource-specific attributes in the Request messages
From the resource specific procedure in the ARC TS, it not clear which attributes shall be included in the CREATE Request. We’ve assumed that any resource specific attributes with multiplicity = 1(means mandatory) and access mode = RW or WO shall be included in the CREATE Request from the Originator. Is there any care that such attributes are not provided by the Originator? If so we need to define default values.
3. Attributes in Response messages
For the validation of the resource representation, we also need to know the attributes to be included in the Response messages. According to the ARC TS, any attributes modified by the Receiver CSE needs to be returned (Section 10.1.1.1 step 03), but it’s not clear for attributes generated by the hosting CSE. Example: resourceID, ExpirationTime. This should be clarified by WG2 for CREATE and UPDATE responses. Also, it’s not clear the interaction with the rc when the Receiver CSE modified any attributes.
