The HTTP Request-Target shall be prepared as origin-form (see [1]).

The To parameter and some of request parameters shall be mapped to ‘absolute-path’ in Request-Target.
The URI of the absolute-path shall be built from absolute form of resource address which starts with "http:" by HTTP protocol bind of Release-1 implementations.
The request parameters for HTTP Request-Target shall be specified as pair of field-name and value in query-string as shown in Table 6.2.2-1.
