Presently different data type definitions for “notificationURI” are used: 

· notificationURI attribute of <subscription> resource has data type m2m:listOfURIs,  

· notificationURI element used in  responseTypeInfo has data type xs:anyURI and multiplicity 0..n. 

This was already identified in PRO-2015-0810 after TP#17 but the issue hasn't been addressed yet in a CR.

We think the most appropriate resolution is to use data type m2m:listOfURIs in both cases. Therefore this CR proposes to align clause 6.3.4.29 with clause 7.3.8.1.  

When agreed, the definition of data type responseTypeInfo in CDT-commonTypes-v1_4_0.xsd needs to be updated accordingly.
