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Introduction

CR PRO-2015-1065 has been withdrawn but there are still some remaining errors in figure A.1-1 of Annex A.1.
These are intended to be fixed in this CR:

1. The figure is not editable due to a Visio version issue and shows some subtle formatting problems due to rescaling. The figure needs to be replaced with correct format.
2. The cross-referenced clause number in TS-0004 (ref [3]) is wrong.
3. Value of content-size header (presently 52) is not correct for the shown XML in the FTTP body

4. The XML serialized representation of the container resource has following issues:

· CML shows unnecessary line breaks and spaces that should be removed

· Lacks correct notation of the root element (<m2m:cnt> rather than <cnt>) 

· Value of the container”s resourceName is inconsistent with step 2 (cnt1 rather than cont1)
In order to clarify the meaning of some of the parameters, an additional sentence has been included above the figure.
