REVISION R01: During review we agreed that the content described should be captured in the <AE> specific steps since that is the operation that triggers the <AEAnnc> update.  We also agreed that companion text was needed for registration, which is also captured in this revision (document title is a little mismatched now)

This CR clarifies the de-announce procedure to be performed whenever an <AE> whose AE-ID-Stem starts with’S’ deregisters at an MN-CSE or ASN-CSE. A de-announce procedure that is triggered implicitly in this scenario will trigger an UPDATE request of the announced resource towards the IN CSE . The UPDATE request will include the link attribute set to NULL to indicate the original resource is currently deregistered.

Application Entity Deregistration procedure

Application Entity Deregistration is performed by requesting a Delete operation for the <AE> resource representing the Application Entity.

In case an <AE> resource hosted on a MN-CSE or ASN-CSE with AE-ID-Stem starting with "S" is requested to be deleted, the <AEAnnc> resource that was created on the IN-CSE during the initial registration of the associated Application Entity shall be updated with an empty value for the link attribute, indicating that the associated Application Entity is currently not registered. After this update of the <AEAnnc> resource is completed, the procedure for AE Deregistration shall follow the procedure described in 10.2.1.4. 

In case an <AE> resource with AE-ID-Stem not starting with "S" is requested to be deleted, the procedure for AE Deregistration follows the procedure described in clause 10.1.4.1.

Primitive specific operation on Recv-1.0 "Check the syntax of received message":

1. If the request is received over Mcc or Mcc' reference point, the Receiver CSE shall execute the following steps in order.
a) "Create an unsuccessful Response primitive" with the Response Status Code 'OPERATION_NOT_ALLOWED'.
b) "Send the Response primitive".
NOTE:Determination of the reference point is to the discretion of the Receiver CSE implementation.

4) Primitive specific operation on Recv-6.0.1"Receiver is Registrar CSE, Originator is AE and operation is create?":

1. If the request is for an <AE> resource and if it is received at a MN-CSE or ASN-CSE with AE-ID-Stem starting with "S" but no specific AE-ID-Stem was provided with the CREATE request of the Registree AE, then the receiver shall execute the following steps in order.
· Compose a Create <AEAnnc> Request primitive with the following attribute values

· The link attribute of the <AEAnnc> resource to be created shall be set to the SP-Relative-Resource-ID format of a - not yet existent - <AE> resource hosted on the Registrar CSE constructed with a Unstructured-CSE-relative-Resource-ID that is equal to the AE-ID-Stem value used for the Registree AE.

· The App-ID attribute of the <AEAnnc> resource to be created shall be present and set to the App-ID attribute value of the Registree AE.

· The concatenation of the string 'Credential-ID:' and the actual Credential-ID of the Security Association used by the Registree AE - if any - shall be placed into the labels attribute of the <AE Annc> resource. If no noSecurity Association was used by the Registree AE, a value of 'None' shall be used for Credential-ID.
· The From parameter of the CREATE request for the <AEAnnc> resource shall be set to the SP-relative-AE-ID format of the AE-ID.

· Send Create request to the IN-CSE that is associated with the Registree AE.

· Wait for Response primitive.
· Upon reception of a successful response from the IN-CSE, the Registrar/Host CSE shall use the Unstructured-CSE-relative-Resource-ID that was used for the <AEAnnc> resource on the IN-CSE also as the assigned Unstructured-CSE-relative-Resource-ID for the <AE> resource to be created on the Registrar/Host CSE.
