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GUIDELINES for Change Requests:

Provide an informative introduction containing the problem(s) being solved, and a summary list of proposals.

Each CR should contain changes related to only one particular issue/problem.
In case of a correction, and the change apply to previous releases, a separate “mirror CR” should be posted at the same time of this CR
Mirror CR: applies only when the text, including clause numbering are exactly the same.

Companion CR: applies when the change means the same but the baselines differ in some way (e.g. clause number).
Follow the principle of completeness, where all changes related to the issue or problem within a deliverable are simultaneously proposed to be made E.g. A change impacting 5 tables should not only include a proposal to change only 3 tables. Includes any changes to references, definitions, and acronyms in the same deliverable.
Follow the drafting rules.
All pictures must be editable.
Check spelling and grammar to the extent practicable.
Use Change bars for modifications.
The change should include the current and surrounding clauses to clearly show where a change is located and to provide technical context of the proposed change. Additions of complete clauses need not show surrounding clauses as long as the proposed clause number clearly shows where the new clause is proposed to be located.
Multiple changes in a single CR shall be clearly separated by horizontal lines with embedded text such as, start of change 1, end of change 1, start of new clause, end of new clause.
When subsequent changes are made to content of a CR, then the accepted version should not show changes over changes. The accepted version of the CR should only show changes relative to the baseline approved text. 
Introduction
TS-0004 provides targeted resource existence checking by clause 7.3.3.2. If the target does not exist, then the Hosting CSE shall return “NOT_FOUND” RSC.
The question is what happends when the partial retrieval is requested and any attribute(s) are not in the target resource even the resource itself exists. E.g. To param is “res1#att1”. “res1” is there but there is no “att1” attribute in the resource.

This CR proposes to return “NOT_FOUND” error since partial retrieval is done by attribute level addressing. So the check point is whether the targeted attribute(s) is there or not.
[discussion#2]

Single vs. multiple attributes retrieval representation in request primitive should be clarified. From TS-0004, single attribute retrieval is also covered by Case 1 and 2. However, TS-0009 seems like by mistake miss the case 1 for single attribute retrieval. See the text in Ts-0009:

	For partial Retrieve request primitives, the To parameter may include the name of a single attribute separated by a '#' character from the resource ID. If multiple resource attributes are to be retrieved with a partial retrieve request primitive, these attributes are included in form of an attributeList object (as specified in clause 6.3.4.9 of TS-0004 [3] with empty values) in the Content parameter.


 This CR clarifies that single attribute retrieval is supported by both option.

Also some text improvements are included.
Note for the rapporteurs: missing convention for param name (italic + bold) is adopted in several places.

7.3.3.6 Retrieve the resource

If the Operation Excution Time is given in the request, the Hosting CSE should perform the following procedures at the time and shall not perform the procedures before the time.
When the resource is read to provide a response to Retrieve request primitives:
Full retrieve request: the request target is a resource given in the To parameter

The content of the Response to the Retrieve Request shall comply to the Result Content parameter in the Request. If the Result Content is not provided in the Request, the representation of the resource which includes all the attributes shall be returned.
Partial retrieve request: there are two cases:
Case 1) 
the request target is a resource given in the To parameter and one or more attribute names are provided in the Content parameter:

The name(s) of the resource attribute(s) provided in the Content request parameter shall be retrieved.
Case 2)
the request target is a resource given in the To parameter, the single resource attribute is provided in the To parameter as a fragment identifier component of URI following ''#'' character [2]. The resource attribute shall be represented as a short name and shall belong to short name list in Table 8.2.3‑1 to Table 8.2.3‑5
The name of a resource attribute provided in the To parameter shall be retrieved. 
In both cases, if any attribute(s) does not exist in the resource, the Hosting CSE shall reject the request with a Response Status Code indicating "NOT_FOUND" error.
