This contribution provides an update to the Benefits of oneM2M technology TR based upon discussions in the 16th October call.

In the “Opportunities” bullet on the “Motivators” slide it is suggested to remove the wording “to amortize costs”.

Reducing costs can bring about opportunities and the linkage between these 2 bullets should be considered.

“Costs” is a word which is not often used by SDOs.  This use of the word may need to be reconsidered however the reduction of cost is one of the main aims of oneM2M.

Perhaps some marketing input would be useful to a later version of the benefits TR.

There was a suggestion to remove the word “specific” from the one sentence description.
The use of the word “capabilities” should be carefully considered.

The term “Access-network” versus “Transport-layer” might be considered.
There was a comment that “partnering” would reduce costs and improve time to market.
Further explanation is needed regarding the meaning of “component” and “product”.

Components are used to make end products and this will be further clarified in the next revision of the document.
Underlying technologies and networks may be mentioned.

The group is invited to send comments to the one sentence description as it is taking up a lot of meeting time.
