Requirements: 20 minutes 
oneM2M-REQ-2012-0029R01

· Presented by Enrico Scarrone, Telecom Italia

The input provides initial requirements derived from ETSI TS 102 689 V2.0.3, M2M service requirements, this includes general requirements, management, charging and functional requirements.
Splitting out multiple requirements into single requirements would be preferable.
The correlation between related requirements may be lost if this is done.

The rapporteur should be tasked with how to manage the order of requirements and how to maintain the correlation between related requirements.
In order to understand the requirements fully some clear definitions are needed.

Consensus has not been reached yet with regards to having each requirement linked to a particular use case.
There was a proposal to separate functional requirements from architecture requirements and the REQ WG should concentrate uniquely on functional requirements.
The normative language used needs to be finalised however this discussion is ongoing within the SC.
A-REQ-2012-0021 Laurent / Omar to come up with a working assumption on normative language to be used in the requirements phase until the SC makes a decision.

There was a proposal to use the 3GPP terminology as the working assumption.

Any member can bring in a requirement and right now it does not have to be tied to a use case however consensus is needed from the group to accept the requirement.

There is a concern that requirements are being defined without understanding what the exact customer base is and this requires further discussion.
There was a request that the group is allowed the time for a lengthy discussion on each requirement during meeting time in order to fully understand requirements and be able to take an informed decision.

Final approval on requirements cannot be taken prior to the TP#2 meeting according to the agreed schedule for the work.

The input provides an update of the Benefits TR presentation.

The service layer is not meant as a replacement of remote device management and this should be clarified.
There was a concern that only a subset of the functionalities is included in the presentation.
It was asked who the target audience will be for this presentation and the questions that need to be answered.
This could be sent to vertical stakeholders who are providing M2M solutions to a third party for example.

Each oneM2M member will need to present this material to their potential customers as the customer base could be quite diverse according to industry segments.

There is a concern that the presentation is becoming very long and potential customers cannot be expected to read for hours.
The aim is that for presentation and questions one hour is the target.  This does not include time for the feedback to be provided.
There was a comment that the presentation is too technical bearing in mind that the work is in the use case and requirement fine.

The input provides initial architectural aspects derived from ETSI TS 102 690 V2.0.10, M2M Functional requirements, highlighting the core communication aspects.
The idea of this contribution is to show what exists already in ETSI M2M and other SDOs need to input their contributions in order for a comparison to be done and the analysis to take place.

It was highlighted how important it is to receive material from the other SDOs (partner Types 1 and 2) into the pool.
Different access technologies and topologies will need to be taken into consideration.

It is expected that TIA will send some input to the pool in the very near future.
