The input provides a proposal of how to use normative text for the REQ and ARC WGs in the interim until the SC can make a final decision on how normative text should be used in oneM2M in general.

The working assumption proposed is to use the terms as per 3GPP TR 21.801 V11.2.0.
There is a comment that table E4 and section 6.6.1 are referenced but not present in the document.

The input provides requirements for the Operations and Management service capability including Device Management, Application Management and General Operations and Management requirements.
This is a requirement on the system and is possibly something that the device cannot support.

A set of APIs will need to be developed in order for devices not supporting remote provisioning to be provisioned.  There is no requirement on devices.
There was a comment on 22 SIM cards.  It is not agreeable that all devices will have a SIM card.  
It is not required that every device has a SIM card but that a SIM card is used as a mechanism for subscriber identification.

It is unclear regarding item 7 Device Diagnostics if devices can talk to applications and networks to assess connectivity.
This would typically be used for trouble shooting for example.

Terminology has not been defined and this needs to be done quickly before the work progresses much further e.g. oneM2M device, oneM2M application....
It was questioned when talking about subscriptions if it refers to end user towards application provider or other.
The intent of these requirements is to deal with subscriptions between a user and a oneM2M service provider.

When referring to M2M applications in these requirements they can refer to applications residing either in the network or on the device.
In requirements 20 to 22 “Host” refers to a server.

The input provides an update to the use case on street light automation.

There were no objections to taking this late document.

Is it foreseen that the street lights of different application service providers would have their own security measures at the application level as well as security at the system service level?
High level security will be dealt with at the service layer however additional security at the application level should be supported.

This should be mentioned in conjunction to bullet point 9.

In relation to bullet point 7 the information will be consumed by an application and not an application service provider.

In relation to bullet point 8 it needs to be mentioned where the estimation information will be sent.
The term “M2M application service provider” is confusing when looking at the diagram and it would be more appropriate to talk about specific applications.
Who controls the applications is also important to mention.

It was asked if the use case of sub groups has been considered.

A subset of street lights may come on as a person walks down the street.

In requirements 3 and 4 it is the devices that are always going to be acted on.  The application will send information to devices.  It will never be the case where an application receives a command.
