The input provides some initial architectural aspects derived from TIA PN-4940.005.
The reference architecture and reference points were presented.
It was asked if there is any platform used between B2 and B2’.

Between B2 and B2’ there is a direct communication.  The home application container can talk directly to the PoA application on the device.

It was asked if the home application is the same as the network application in ETSI M2M.  This is correct.

It was asked if the node in the reference architecture figure 3 is the equivalent of a gateway.
The node could be a gateway or an intermediate server in the network or another service or device so long as it can pass the information.
This input is about the correct length and content for the architecture analysis document.  Discussion of the information flows is needed.

Comparable content from each SDO would be the preference.

Capabilities, design principles, reference points and data models need to be included and some security information will be necessary.
The handling of management and devices should be included.

Documents can be referenced from SDOs whether or not they are in the pool but they must be available to everyone e.g. via e-mail.
There is no obligation that every SDO has information in every area to be included in the analysis TR.
The goal is to present the TR for the Architecture Analysis to the TP in Beijing.

The aim is to have a first draft of the TR by the 29th November.

The input provides requirements for a Device Abstraction service capability.
In relation to REQ 6 who will specify the abstract functions.  

Information models would come from other organisations and / or verticals such as the Zigbee Alliance.  
There was a comment to make the note positive in relation to REQ 6 rather than negative.

A common way of expressing the end points which communicate with each other is needed e.g. application to communicate with a device.
There was a comment that having concrete use cases related to these requirements would be helpful.
Information models and meta data will be specified by onem2m but the actual operation is out of the scope.
Use cases are encouraged in relation to this contribution.
In relation to REQ 3 it was asked why a globally unique identifier is needed for a device.
Devices need to be identified and addressed in discovery.

There was a counter comment that a “globally” unique identifier is not necessary.
