Use Cases: 40 minutes
· oneM2M-REQ-2012-0059

· Presented by Jumoke Ogunbekun, Fujitsu
The input provides a use case for the Charging and Power of a Plug-In Electric Vehicle (PEV) showing the interaction between the different players that can be involved in the charging of Electric Vehicle in the home.

It was asked if there are requirements which support any legacy systems.  Existing systems may be existing and working and some interworking of protocols may be needed.

Connection with Zigbee and Bluetooth for example will be needed.

Interworking with the IEC 15118 electrical standards should be considered.

It was asked what is the difference between data and information as mentioned in the requirements bullets.  This data is the information which is collected.  

These terms should perhaps be harmonised.

It was asked if there are any requirements related to business rules.

This will be covered in device management.
Will the business rules be embedded in the application? Yes.

This presentation proposes a use case for consideration and discussion on street light automation.
Regarding requirements 5 and 6 the case where the device application software is not on the device is not covered and some operational parameters may need to be configured which do not reside on the device.

Is device application software an entire piece of software or a patch or configuration?  It could be either.

There was a suggestion o expand the definition of device application software so as to keep the requirements shorter.

The input provides a use case for a M2M cellular healthcare gateway originating from the Continua Health alliance.
There are multiple potential owners and/or controllers of the hub between the gateway and server.  The system will need to be flexible to accommodate different scenarios.
There was a comment that the term “healthcare local gateway” should be used to be more precise in the diagram.

Are there multiple backhand healthcare servers to deal with the healthcare providers?  In the continue health alliance case there is usually a one to one mapping however in onem2m a one to many relationship may need to be considered.

Why does the gateway use the cellular network only?  Can other networks be used?

It does not have to be a cellular healthcare gateway only the cellular network will provide more detailed requirements however non cellular requirements can be highlighted.

There was a comment that the patient may not always be required to take a measurement e.g. in the case of a pacemaker.  This was agreed that the requirement covers cases where patient intervention is needed and not needed.
