Background

There has been some discussion on the TP email exploder list about the different options for document status which can be given to Temporary Documents, such as Agenda, Minutes, Input Contribution, Status report, Presentation etc. We believe that all of the proposals can be satisfied using a combination of the existing status options and the associated free text comment field.

Current situation

ETSI has volunteered to provide the oneM2M Portal to support the technical work in oneM2M. 
This portal is based on a platform which has been built in such a way as to allow modification to many of the features using a list of parameter options which can be set by the portal administrators, thus avoiding development costs.

There are however some features, including the status options for the different document types, which need the intervention of development resources to change them. 
Such changes will have cost and scheduling impacts.

The document status options that are currently available are listed below. In addition, there is a free text comment field which can be used to expand, clarify or to provide additional information if required.

The portal currently supports the following options:

· Temporary documents (e.g. agenda, minutes, input contribution, presentation etc)

· Reserved  - default status given when a document number is reserved,
· Withdrawn - used if a contributor no longer wishes the document to be discussed, or if duplicate numbers are reserved etc.,
· Noted - the document has been discussed and the contents were noted by the group,
· Agreed – the document has been discussed and the group agrees to the recommendation or decision outlined in the document,
· Postponed – the decision on this document has been postponed to a later date – it may be that the group has decided to move the document to the agenda of a later meeting, or that the group started to review the document but wishes to have more time to consider the contents, for example  if the document was late.

· Change Requests – in addition to the options above, Change Requests have one additional status:

· Applied – the status of an agreed change request will be changed to “applied” when it has been applied to the Specification.

· Permanent Documents (e.g. Technical Specification, Technical Report, Work Item, Process and Organizational documents, Templates.)

· Draft  - default status given when a Permanent Document is created,
· Stable Draft – status given when the contents are becoming stable and the WG wishes to apply mandatory change control for further updates,
· Approved – the Permanent Document has been presented to Technical Plenary (or SC in the case of a Process document) and the Technical Plenary (or SC) has approved the Permanent document,
· Obsolete – the document has been superseded or is no longer supported by oneM2M.

Bearing in mind that 

· the Forapolis Portal Platform is provided on a voluntary best-effort basis:
· there is no development budget for enhancements:
· we can support all the situations that have been proposed so far by using a combination of the currently available options and the associated free text comment field:
We  would like to propose that oneM2M Technical Plenary agrees to work with these status options for two or three meeting cycles so that we can see if it is sufficient, and if it is not sufficient, to provide good experience on which to base the specification of any necessary changes.
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
