2. A mechanism to collect, store and report charging data for the M2M service layer and Underlying network layer

Discussion
Based on the comments, there was some consensus that we needed to minimize the number of High level requirements related to charging. Given the work on Group 6 we can do this as we can draw upon the Group 6 requirement to collect, store and report data.

In addition a couple of comments asked the different between on-line and off-line charging. The terms came from 3GPP and are defined in TS 32.251: 
offline charging: charging mechanism where charging information does not affect, in real-time, the service rendered.
online charging: charging mechanism where charging information can affect, in real-time, the service rendered and therefore a direct interaction of the charging mechanism with bearer/session/service control is required.
