Concept:

Subscription to obtain data of interest

Notification of availability and changes in data of interest
Proposal:

The M2M System shall support the capability to enable M2M applications to subscribe to data (including management data) and the capability to be notified of availability of, and changes to, that data.

Note: Changes, for example, could take into account modifications in the Local Area Network, including device information and network topology information.
Alternate proposal (Cisco):

The M2M System shall support the capability to be notified of the availability of, and changes to M2M device and/or underlying network topology data.

Concept:

Controlling issuing of notifications
Proposal:

The M2M System shall support the capability to enable M2M Applications to configure the M2M system’s data notification delays.

Proposal:

The M2M System shall support the capability to delay data notifications, e.g. in the case of a congested communication network.
