Background

1. Support for online and offline charging for M2M services
2. A mechanism to collect, store and report charging data for the M2M service layer and Underlying network layer
Proposal

Decide if the Charging requirements submitted by Vodafone and Telecom Italia in oneM2M-REQ-2013-0198R03 are sufficient in coverage for the Group 5 Charging requirements.
If we agree that the requirements in REQ-2013-0198R03 are sufficient to cover the requirements in the matrix, we would not pursue the advancement of the other requirements in group 5. Specifically - HLR-071, HLR-074, HLR-075 and HLR-076, HLR-134, HLR-187

Discussion

Based on the comments, there was some consensus that we needed to minimize the number of High level requirements related to charging. At TP#3 contribution oneM2M-REQ-2013-0198R03 was submitted which included reworded requirements for charging that would fulfil the requirements from the initial requirements matrix.
From oneM2M-REQ-2013-0198R03

HLR-072 The M2M system shall support collection of charging specific information related to the individual services facilitated by the system (e.g. Data Management, Device Management and/or Connectivity management), and concurrently with the resource usage. The format of the recorded information shall be fully specified including mandatory and optional elements.
